« Carefully read the instructions before using the appliance for
the first time.

* This appliance is intended for domestic use only. use for any
other purpose annuls the warranty.

* Before connecting your press to the mains, make sure that
your mains voltage corresponds to the voltage indicated on
the rating plate.

*You must use a mains supply which has an earth
connection, for your own safety.

* When unplugging the machine, pull the plug, not the cable.

* Make sure that the power cable does not touch any hot
surfaces.

* never plug in nor unplug if your hands are wet.

+ Great care must be taken when ironing in the presence
of children.

* Do not leave the press unattended while it is switched
on.

 Keep the press and its cord out of reach of children
less than 8 years of age when it is energized or cooling
down.

* This appliance can be used by children aged from 8
years and above and persons with reduced physical,
sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience
and knowledge if they have been given supervision or
instruction concerning use of the appliance in a safe way
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and understand the hazards involved. Children shall not
play with the appliance. Cleaning and user maintenance
shall not be made by children without supervision.

+ To avoid a circuit overload, do not operate another high
wattage appliance on the same circuit.

* If an extension lead is absolutely necessary, a 10 amp cable
should be used. ensure no one can trip over or unplug the
extension lead. it must be fitted with an earth connection.

* The appliance must not be cleaned or maintained by
children, unless they are more than 8 years old and
supervised by an adult.

* Never immerse the machine in water or other liquids, not
even partially.

* Do not use the appliance if it is damaged, if it leaks,
or if the power cable is damaged. to avoid any risk of
electric shocks, do not dismantle your iron.

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* Do not put your hand between the steaming board and the
heating plate while ironing.
* Do not touch the hot surfaces.
* Let the machine cool down when you have finished ironing.
The steam generated is extremely hot and could
cause serious burns.

TIPS

Noise

To ensure regular steam output performance, your unit is equipped
with an injection pump which is activated each time you lower the
handle in the half closed steam position. It is louder when:

1) the water tank is empty

2) the unit is used for the first time

3) the anti-calc cartridge has just been changed.

The pump can be heard humming during normal use.
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1. SECURITY LOCK

n To prevent accidental opening, your ironing press is locked
for safety. To unlock the press, turn the security lock selector
towards the left-hand side (2). To lock the press, turn the
selector towards the righthand side (1).

2. OPENING AND CLOSING THE PRESS

The handle is used to open and close the heating plate.
By lifting it with yourhand, the pressure is released and
the machine opens. By bringing the handle down, the
machine closes and the pressing pressure increases until it
automatically engages at maximum pressure. The handle
also operates the automatic steam emission (see : Steam
generation).

Caution : The press opens automatically. Always hold the
handle while opening

3. MAXIMUM OPENING

To obtain maximum opening of the press : open the press
and continue to push the handle upwards. The steam
board access is wide and the board can be used as a
normal ironing board if desired.

The maximum opening position allows large items to be
pressed easily and can also used for folding the laundry.
The heating plate returns automatically to its original
position when lowering the handle.

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GENERATION OF STEAM

After having depressed the main On/Off switch or after plugging
in your steam press, the steam generator will be ready to steam
after about 3 minutes.

PRESSING

15. Position your garment on the ironing board.

16. Lower the heating plate using the handle. In the half closed
steam position will automatically be generated for as long
as required.

17. Close the press in order to obtain the automatic pressure.
Leave the press closed a few seconds in order to dry and
press the linen.

18. Open the press by lifting the handle.

Do not push the handle more that normal when closing the
press : the pressure is automatic.

FIRST STEAM GENERATION

Your unit is brand new. The steam system will have to be

initialised.

— Fill the water tank up completely

— Put the anti-calc cartridge in place (let the extra water run off)

— Put the water tank back into its housing, pushing it all the
way in.

—Turn on your unit.

—As soon as the appliance is ready to produce steam, lower
the handle to the steam position.

BOOSTER FUNCTION (according to model)

A. Constant steam :

Steam button out.

Lower the upper ironing plate mid-way to automatically obtain
steam.

B. Booster function

Steam button pushed in.

When you lower the upper plate, there will be a high surge of
steam that will last for several seconds. It will then return to
constant steam output. This is the automatic “Booster” effect.
Close the press to iron the garment, and just re-opening the
press will be enough to automatically re-set the press to Booster
function.
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ELECTRICAL SAFETY

If the machine is plugged in and closed for about 10 seconds, the
electrical heating is automatically cut off. Opening the machine.
The electrical heating switches on again automatically.

19. EASY TO CARRY
It is easy to carry and store the machine. Ensure you lock the
machine before carrying it by the handle.

20. STORING

When you have finished your ironing operation, switch off the
appliance and unplug it from mains socket. Let the press cool
down for, about 30 minutes, before closing it.

ATTENTION : Before carrying and storing vertically your
ironing press, it is essential that you empty the water reservoir
to avoid any spillages.

MAINTENANCE
CLEANING :
To keep your press perfectly clean wash the outside parts with
a slightly soapy water and carefully wipe it off with a soft cloth.
THE FOAM:
After extensive use, the padding under the pressing cover will
be compressed, affecting the quality of your pressing. This
should be replaced.
THE COVER
Make sure that the cover is always tight enough so that it does
\ not make pleats. It may be washed up to 40° C. Avoid mixing it
with white linen. If it shows signs of wear it must be replaced.

27. HEATING PLATE

Substances contained in fabrics such as cleaning product
residues and thread particles may eventually stain the iron
soleplate.

Please make sure that the soleplate is kept clean at all times
to maintain the iron’s ironing efficiency. So if necessary, after
ironing, rub the plate while it is still warm using a good
quality cloth (one which does not leave any traces- of fluff)
or clean it more thoroughly with an iron-cleaning stick.

Do not use scouring powders, alkalines (as used with ovens),
abrasives or steel wool.
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CHANGING THE ANTI-SCALE CARTRIDGE

With tap water :

Scaling is no longer a problem thanks to the antiscaling
cartridge. Please remember, the grains will progressively
change colour and they lose their eciency. The cartridge needs
replacing when the change in colour is on the top. Each time
you Il the water tank, check the anti-scaling cartridge.

With demineralised water :

The cartridge must be regularly checked and replaced as
described above. However, by using demineralised water for
domestic purposes, your cartridge should last for up to 1 - 2
years.

Your press will not scale if you follow the above instructions
carefully. Failure to follow the recommendations will result in
the steam generation system scaling more rapidly. You will then
observe that the steam output constantly decreases.

Take your appliance to a registered after-sales service centre in
order to have your machine descaled

CAUTION : Warranty does not cover servicing of your ironing
assembly due to scaling.Keep the press closed and push the
two locking buttons down.

Cleaning of water reservoir

The water reservoir can be removed if necessary, to
rinse it or if something other than water has been put in
by mistake. Close and lock the press. Stand it upright.
1.Turn the lock down. 2. Open the reservoir. 3. Clear the
reservoir towards the lefthand side. 4. Remove the small
rubber tube from the socket. To put the reservoir back,
proceed in the reverse way.

Caution : When replacing the water reservoir, ensure
that the tube which connects the reservoir to the machine
is not bent or kinked. The machine will not produce steam
even if the reservoir is full if there is an obstruction. In this
case, make sure that the position of the tube is correct.

Maintenance of the steam generator

If you use the press normally (i.e. domestic purpose) and
with tap water, that descaling operation must be done
every 6 months. The drain tube, the descaling product
and instructions are not supplied with your appliance,
but are available as an accessory from your retailer or
service agent.
