4. Insert the electric cables coming out from the motor through the
support rod and connect them to the screw terminal placed on the top
of support rod.

5. Fix the support rod to the motor using the pin and pin's nut. (fig. 3)
6. Put the locking head screw through safety wire, next wrap the safety
wire through the bracket twice, then insert the safety wire in the locking
screw, finally lock it with another screw.Attention: The head screw
cannot go through the bracket.(fig.4)

7. Hang the fan on the hook on the bracket and connect the electrical
cable coming from the ceiling to the screw terminal placed on the top
of support rod, make sure the receiver must be insert into bracket(see
Receiver connection) (fig.5).

8. Slide upwards the canopy, until the screw holes of canopy are
aligned with the screw holes of bracket and the canopy will not fall
down. Make sure all wires are inside the canopy.Tighten the
screw.(fig.6,7).

9. Center the slots on the blades with the heads of the blades fixing
screws and slide the blades so that the head of the screws are
positioned at the end of slot. (fig. 8)
